We receive numerous reports that FoodShare Program participants may be misusing their Wisconsin QUEST benefits card.  We are writing to remind you that it is illegal for anyone to receive FoodShare benefits and then sell them.  It is also illegal to allow others to use your card if they are not authorized to do so.
The application that your household signed contained the FoodShare Penalty Warning (see below).  Please read this carefully.  It is important to abide by FoodShare Program rules.


Depending upon the value of misused benefits, an individual can also be fined up to $250,000.00, imprisoned up to 20 years, or both.  A court can also bar an individual from the program for an additional 18 months.  You may also be permanently disqualified if you are convicted of trafficking FoodShare benefits of $500.00 or more.  You will be ineligible to participate for 10 years if you are found to have made a fraudulent statement or representation with respect to identity and residence in order to receive multiple benefits at the same time.

I understand that any member of my household who intentionally breaks any of the following rules can be barred from the FoodShare program for 12 months after the first violation; 24 months after the second violation or for a first violation involving a controlled substance; and permanently for the third violation.


Giving false information or hiding information to get or continue getting FoodShare benefits,


Trading, selling, or altering FoodShare benefits,


Using FoodShare benefits to buy non-food items, like alcohol or tobacco, or


Using another person’s FoodShare benefits, identification card, or other documentation. 
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
