Subject: Temporary FoodShare Student Exemptions Ending and Drug Testing Reinstatement
Effective Date 6/12/2023
As of 6/12/23 the two below listed student exemptions will be ending as the PHE is ending.
· Students who are eligible to participate in state of federally financed work-study program during the regular school year.
· Students who have an expected family contribution (EFC) of $0 in the current academic year.
As of 6/12/23 new FS applicants won’t qualify for FS under these two temporary exemptions. The temporary exemptions will continue for current students in FS until their next FS renewal starting July 2023 or later.
Reminder as of 6/12/23 Drug Testing for someone convicted of Drug felony will be required again.
